Our Canberra trip is coming quick and fast! 

A few friendly reminders for next Monday.  

The bus will be leaving RALEIGH Public School at 6.00 am. Students need to be at RALEIGH 

school ready to leave by 5:45 am. The students and staff have a big day ahead of them on the 

bus and need to leave as early as possible. As a result, we need all students and parents to be as 

considerate as possible for staff and other students by arriving on time and ready to leave by 

5:45 am.  

Please ensure that students bags are not over packed or too heavy for them. As a group, staff 

have advised students that they need to be able to lift and load their bag onto the bus. Staff will 

have their own luggage to carry and students need to be responsible for their own bags. 

Lastly, students have been advised that any electronic devices they bring are at their own risk.  

Phones and devices without a sim card are acceptable. Don’t forget the chargers. Students will 

not need to make any calls on the trips and staff members will have school devices to contact 

parents in case of an emergency. Students have been told that these devices will be kept with 

their teacher during their time at the hotel and will only be used on the bus or as a camera at cer-

tain locations.
